The View from Prairie 
Crest

     The view from Prairie Crest is changing rapidly, 
and like many other homeowners I am disturbed by 
the construction that is going on near the plaza area. 
Instead of griping to my neighbors, I went to see Ike 
Pino. Here’s what I learned. 
     The construction of the commercial building 
across from the Village Plaza is scheduled for com-
pletion about May 1. The front of the building w ill 
be used by Rancho Viejo de Santa Fe, which w ill 
transfer all of its offices there. There will be other 
companies in that side of the building and three 
stores built on the other side. The North and South 
RV association will also lease an office in the build-
ing when it’s completed. The occupants of the build-
ing will share in paying off the county property tax 
bond. 
     The roads on the way from Village I and II to that 
western exit might have detours during the con-
struction of 34 new homes that are being built on 
both sides of the Village Plaza. The homes w ill be 
available for occupancy later this spring or early 
summer. The homeowners in that development will 
also pay into the county property tax bond along 
with existing Village homeowners, who now live in 
Villages I and II. 
     Ike and I discussed the speeding on Canada del 
Rancho and agreed it’s not a race track. The signs at 
both ends and on the side of the road that say 25 
MPH are the posted legal speed limits. The red signs 
on the streets that lead to Canada Del Rancho that 
have the letters S-T-O-P on them, don’t mean “ Scare 
The Old People.”  They do mean “ stop.”  
     Homeowners are invited to the open meetings of 
the Association Boards if they have questions, 
gripes, praises or just curiosity about how the Asso-
ciations are managed. Check this newsletter or the 
Web site for Association meeting dates. 

A Note from Your RVNCA Treasurer 
     A  few months ago, I put together an investment 
policy for the purpose of guiding the investment of 
our homeowner association©s operating and reserve 
funds. In addition to guidelines, the policy estab-
lishes investment objectives that provide for prudent 
management of those funds. Those objectives are to 
1) preserve and, over time, increase the value of in-
vested assets, 2) maintain sufficient l iquidity to meet 
projected expenditures, and 3) maximize the total 
rate of return on invested assets, assuming a prudent 
level of risk. 
     The Investment Policy, as approved by the 
RVNCA Board of Directors, is on file in the Associa-
tion office, should anyone desire to read it in detail. 
     In accordance with the guidelines of the policy 
and on the direction of the RVNCA Board of Direc-
tors, our management agency, CCMC, has invested 
the majority of our reserve funds in a series of certifi-
cates of deposit and the remainder of the funds in a 
money market account. 
     As the Association©s Board of Directors is inter-
ested in establishing a Finance Commi ttee, I invite 
any homeowner with an interest in monitoring the 
Association©s finances to contact our Association 
Manager, Jenny Key.
