and retail businesses. Rancho Viejo will occupy one third of the build-
ing on the south side and combine all of our offices in the area, includ-
ing this one down town. There is more room to the west, about 10,000
square feet but | suspect it will be several more years before there will
be construction there.

;. Who is the builder? When do you expect the buildings to be ready for

occupancy and who will own the property?

Lockwood Construction Company is the builder. The property will be
ready for occupancy in March 2005. Rancho Viegjo is not involved in
the construction process but will continue to own the property. The first
two tenants are programmed to be office space for FHrst American and
Advantage Asphalt. The total occupancy, induding RV offices, will be
about 55% of capacity.

Q Wl the residents of Rancho Vigjo Village have any assessments as a

result of the construction:

A Absolutely not. Rancho Viejo will pay all expenses. In fact, we will

probably pay some fees for services to the Association for the work that
is being done to the streets.

Rancho Vigjo has a reservation for 4 acres total water for commercial
property in the Village.

Community Landscaping

- Fall'is here and it is time to winter-
ize your irrigation systens to pre-
vent broken pipes in the spring.
Heads Up will be onsite at the
model complex on Saturday, Octo-
ber 16th at 10am for a demonstration. This date is
tentative so please call the association to confirm.
When it the right time to trim bushes and shrubbery
back to help promote healthy growth? Spring time
is the best. If they are trimmed back in the fall, the
risk of frost damage increases greatly.
Frustrated with the grass in your streetscape or
park areas? It takes approximately 4 years for the
native grasses to establish themselves and fill out
the bare areas so please be patient!

Construction Updates
The Millage: Construction of the effluent lines for
landscape irrigation is underway at Avenida del Sur.
At-risk grading for the Millage Center, a residential
development on the open tracts adjacent to the Plaza,
will begin in October and construction of the homes
will begin in December or January.
Windmill Ridge, Unit Il: Maintenance contracts are
in place for the common area landscaping, trails and
street sweeping.
Windmill Ridge, Unit 1ll: 95% of the infrastructure of
both the East and West portions has been conpleted.
Construction of parks and sidewalks are remaining.
Active Park: The park will not be open for
use until next spring En order to allowthe
landscaping a chance to get established.
